On May 14th 2015- the International Organization for Migration  ( IOM) organized in Canton 10 the grant delivery to beneficiaries of the project “ Applying the Human Security Concept to Stabilize Communities in Canton 10” supported by the UN fond for Human Security. The appointed beneficiaries were submitted and approved by the Municipal competent services of the Municipality of Drvar and by the Red Cross FBiH mobile team, who are acting as partners trough mobile teams established in four municipalities: Drvar, Glamoc, Grahovo and Kupres. During this year, IOM will deliver 17 of 40 grants, which are foreseen to be delivered by the end of the project. The selected beneficiaries are returnees, internally displaced persons and large families in social need

In order to improve human living conditions and other forms of social support, IOM within the framework of these activities will endeavor trough the economic empowerment of the selected users; who are able to work and who have the potential to start or expand a business, as well as improvement of agricultural activities and other forms of employment; to improve quality living conditions through income generation, creation and security for these families and the local community.  
Ensuring conditions for a better life, the improvement of providing social services and other forms of social support to vulnerable groups are just some of the objectives of the "Application of the concept of human security in order to stabilize communities in Canton 10" project which is in addition to IOM jointly conducted by agencies UNDP, UNHCR and UNICEF partnership with the Government of the Canton 10, the Municipal authorities and Civil Society Organizations. The project is funded by the United Nations Fund for Human Security.
The total implementation of the project will contribute strengthening the capacity of Cantonal and Municipal governments and NGOs to provide social services to reduce personal and social insecurity, strengthen capacity within the education system, strengthen Cantonal and Municipal authorities to prevent discrimination and violence, improve the readiness of critical areas in Canton 10 to response to the risks and threats to community security, and provide equal access to employment opportunities and economic sustainability in priority areas.
