Jo$ jedan korak naprijed ka samostalnom upravljanju migracijskim
procesima u BiH

(Sarajevo, 19. septembar 2023.g.)

Ministar sigurnosti Bosne i Hercegovine Nenad Nesi¢ i ministar za ljudska prava i izbjeglice Sevlid Hurti¢
sastali su se danas u Sarajevu sa Sefom Delegacije Evropske unije i specijalnim predstavnikom EU u BiH
ambasadorom Johannom Sattlerom u vezi sa planom tranzicije za prenoSenje odgovornosti u
odgovoru na migracije na vlasti BiH.

Nakon sastanka odrzanog u Trebinju u maju, danasnji sastanak oznacava jos$ jedan znacajan korak u
tranziciji ka odgovoru na mjeSovite migracije koje vodi drzava.

Kao jedan od cetrnaest definiranih prioriteta za pokretanje pristupnih pregovora sa Evropskom
unijom, vlasti u BiH trebaju osigurati efikasno funkcionisanje sistema upravljanja granicom,
migracijama i sistemom azila. U oblasti upravljanja migracijama, postignut je pozitivan napredak sa
institucijama BiH koje igraju sve vecu ulogu u upravljanju i koordinaciji odgovora na mjeSovite
migracijske tokove. Jedna klju¢na oblast u kojoj je postignut napredak je u upravljanju Privremenim
prihvatnim centrima (PPC), pri ¢emu PPC-om Lipa upravlja Sluzba za poslove sa strancima uz tehnicku
podrsku IOM-a.

Od otvaranja PPC Lipa, pod vodstvom Ministarstva sigurnosti BiH i uz znacajnu finansijsku podrsku
Evropske unije i drugih donatora, dostupni kapaciteti za smjeStaj migranata, traZilaca azila i izbjeglica
premasili su broj osoba prisutnih u zemlji. Ovo znacajno dostignuce rezultat je zajednickih napora
razli¢itih aktera u odgovoru. Ovo znacajno postignuée rezultat je zajednickih napora razli¢itih aktera.
Ukupno, od pocetka 2018. godine, EU je BiH dodijelila preko 140 miliona eura za ja¢anje kapaciteta
upravljanja migracijama.

Ministarstvo sigurnosti BiH i vlasti BiH su u protekloj godini pokazali svoju opredijeljenost da preuzmu
vecéu koordinaciju i upravljanje odgovorom na mjesovite migracijske tokove od UN agencija i drugih
humanitarnih aktera.

Potrebni su kontinuirani napori kako bi se jasnije definisale uloge i odgovornosti nadleznih drzavnih
institucija. Takoder postoji potreba za jatanjem koordinacije i saradnje izmedu svih relevantnih
institucija na razli¢itim nivoima, kao i izmedu institucija BiH i medunarodnih organizacija i donatora.
Neophodno je dogovoriti kljuéne komponente koje su potrebne da bi drZava preuzela upravljanje i
koordinaciju nad odgovorom na mjesovita migracijska kretanja.

Kako bi olaksali ovu tranziciju, uz finansijsku podrsku Evropske unije kroz projekat ,, Individualne mjere
za jacCanje kapaciteta za upravljanje migracijskim tokovima u BiH“, IOM, UNFPA, UNHCR i UNICEF i
njihovi implementacijski partneri blisko saraduju sa Ministarstvom sigurnosti i drugim relevantnim
ministarstvima u sveobuhvatnom planu tranzicije. Tranzicija ka drZzavnom upravljanju mjeSovitim



migracijskim tokovima predvida postepeni prijenos odgovornosti upravljanja privremenim prihvatnim
centrima i pomodi migrantima, traZiteljima azila i izbjeglicama na vlasti, pruzanjem tehnicke podrske,
kapaciteta, alata i resursa za jacanje vlasnistva vlasti u BiH nad odgovorom. Ocekuje se da ce
primopredaja na vlasti u BiH biti zavrSena izmedu kraja 2024. i sredine 2025. godine.

Further advancement towards independent migration management
in Bosnia and Herzegovina

(Sarajevo, September 19, 2023)

The Minister of Security of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Nenad NeSi¢, and Minister of Human Rights and
Refugees, Sevlid Hurti¢ met with the Head of the EU Delegation to BiH and the EU Special
Representative in BiH, Ambassador Johann Sattler today in Sarajevo to discuss the ongoing transition
plan for transferring responsibility of the migration response to the BiH authorities.

Following the transition meeting held in Trebinje in May, today's meeting marks another significant
step in the transition towards a State-led migration response.

As one of the fourteen key priorities to initiate accession negotiations with the European Union, the
authorities in BiH need to ensure the effective functioning of the border management, migration, and
asylum systems. In the area of migration management, positive progress has been achieved with BiH
institutions playing an increasing role in the management and coordination of the mixed migration
response. One key area where progress has been achieved is in the management of Temporary
Reception Centers (TRCs), with TRC Lipa managed by the Service for Foreigners' Affairs with the
technical support of IOM.

Since the opening of TRC Lipa, under the leadership of the BiH Ministry of Security and with generous
financial support from the European Union and other donors, the capacity to accommodate migrants,
asylum seekers, and refugees has surpassed the number of individuals present in the country. This
significant achievement is the result of collaborative efforts from various stakeholders. Overall, since
the beginning of 2018, the EU has allocated over 140 million euros to BiH to strengthen migration
management capacity.

Over the past year, the BiH Ministry of Security and BiH authorities have demonstrated their
commitment to assume greater coordination and management of the mixed migration response from
UN agencies and other humanitarian actors.

Continued efforts are required in order to more clearly define the roles and responsibilities of the
competent state institutions. There is also a need to strengthen coordination and cooperation
between all relevant institutions at different levels, as well as between BiH institutions and
international organizations and donors. It is necessary to agree on the key components that are
required for the State to take over the management and coordination of the mixed migration
response.

To facilitate this transition, with financial support from the European Union through the project
"Individual Measure to Strengthen the Response Capacity to Manage Migration Flows in Bosnia and
Herzegovina," IOM, UNFPA, UNHCR and UNICEF and their implementing partners are working closely
with the Ministry of Security and other relevant Ministries on a comprehensive transition plan. The
transition towards a State-led management of the mixed migration response foresees the gradual
transfer of the responsibility of camp management and assistance to migrants, asylum seekers and



refugees to the government, by providing technical support, capacities, tools, and resources to
strengthen national ownership of the response. The handover to the authorities is expected to be
completed between the end of 2024 and mid-2025.
